The Cuyahoga County Medical
Examiner's Office (CCMEO) created the
OFR committee in 2013 when deaths

by overdose began to increase in
Cuyahoga County. Meetings were put 
on hold in 2016, but the committee

resumed in 2019 due to the availability
of OD2A funding.

OFR cases are selected based on
emerging trends in the overdose

epidemic or re-occurring system gaps,
identified by CCMEO or other

committee members.
